 “COLOR WHEEL”
The Problem: 
You are required to prepare a color wheel as seen below by using only three primary colors. The three primary colors are red, yellow, and blue which they can not be produced in a way by the others and all other colors are produced by those mixtures. By mixing two of the primary colors, secondary colors, green, orange, and violet, are achieved. By mixing a primary color with a secondary color, tertiary colors, yellow- orange, red- orange, red- violet, blue- violet, blue- green, and yellow- green, are achieved.
Requirements:
· A4 size heavy drawing paper.
· Gouache colors: Red: Winsor Newton- Poster Red; Yellow: Talens 200- Permanent yellow middle; Blue: Talens Cyan; Black: Any; White: Any

· Water Color Brushes: No. 4 and No. 9; Water Container, plastic disposable plate.
· Black and white photocopy of the color wheel.
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
